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The fourth and final season of Power Book II: Ghost means endgame for everyone, but what does that actually mean? Is college graduation on the horizon? Does family mean more than money? Has the definition of loyalty been rewritten? However, the biggest question is whether or not—those who want to—will make it out of the game and if they
succeed, will they be alive to enjoy a worry-free life? With each new episode, VIBE will discuss some of these questions along with a few character-specific lingering ones with those who know the cast best—themselves. As we unpack the drama of this season’s first two episodes, we spoke with Alix Lapri, who plays Effie Morales, about her love
triangle, its comparisons to Power, and what she feels is Effie’s end goal. Enjoy our spoiler-free chat below. VIBE: Effie is such a complex character. She’s smart and resourceful, but she has a soft spot and people either love to hate or hate to love her. Plus she’s in this complicated love triangle with Cane and Tariq, do you think that she’ll choose one
or the other, or will she finally just choose herself? Alix Lapri: I hope that she chooses herself, honestly, because she really never has. We’ll have to see what goes down [to see] which side she does pick. In some of these situations, I feel like it gets picked for her. She ends up in a place that she doesn’t even really want to be. So I think complex is a
great word, but we’ll have to see. How do you feel she’s grown since Power into Ghost? I think that she’s gotten a lot more confident with her decisions and in herself. She’s taking up space and [owning] her power. She definitely speaks her mind and does not let anyone run over her and I really, really love that about her. Something I really, really
love is if you let someone in and they let you down, you’'re still a good person for deciding to do what is normal, which is to make connections, open up, and be a good person. Things don’t always go your way, but you're still a good person. At this point in the season, what do you think Effie’s end goal is? Always school. School is her end game. Her
ultimate goal is to be out of the game. I know a lot of characters in the Power universe say that, but they’'re also like, ‘But I’'m in love with this. I gotta go a little further. I can’t...” And that’s just definitely not her, not even a little bit. She wants out. I just think that she’s stuck right now, which is a scary place to be, and it’s super unfortunate, but she
has to do what she has to do for now to work her way out of this pickle that she’s in. Would you say that she kinda set herself up for this because she chased after this guy or money? Yes, it was all her. She has a super big brain [and] did not use it; I think that was a choice. I don’t feel like she was finessed by any man to stay in because it’s never really
been her. She likes people, but she will also sell their heads to the highest bidder. I think that [staying in] was a choice [but] she does ultimately want love. When Tariq approached her like, ‘Oh, no, we can get out of the life together and then go on to have a normal life,” her eyes lit up. That’s something she’s always wanted, but if she has to get out by
herself, she has to get out by herself. STARZ She loved that moment in Italy with Tariq. Like you said, it felt normal for once. Do you think that Effie can have it all: power, education, money, and love? No. I think that she could, but not the way that she’s operating right now. She has to change her ways if she wants [it] all. We’ll have to see if she’s
smart enough to do that because she has it all at her disposal, but she is being a little bit hasty in her decision-making right now. Especially since she abandoned her Stanford interview for Cane. She’s constantly sacrificing or prioritizing men over her own needs and wants. Do you feel that tug of war internally when playing this character? Yes,
actually. I would have discussions with the writers and showrunners about that. Are we reaching a point where she’s boy-absorbed? Because I've never seen that for her, and if we’'re going to do that, then we have to do it for a reason. So [I've been] definitely very conflicted when it came to that because that is so not me. If you're not showing the good
signs, then I'm going to believe you. Goodbye. STARZ If Tariq is like Ghost, do you think Effie is his Tasha, his Angela, or is she her own person in his life? She’s got to be her own person because she means more than Angela, right? I think that Ghost and Angela were always really in love, but he was also sometimes not fully ready to give her
everything. I think with Tariq and Effie, they felt very right. It was their circumstances that were wrong, and it just kind of brought out the worst in both of them. But she also understands Tariq more than Tasha understood Ghost. So, I don’t know. I don’t know if she fits in with either one of them, which I've seen a lot as well. In a lot of the
discussions, I always see the comparisons, and [to me], she’s neither. But I feel like as Effie and Tariq search for this sense of normalcy and try to get out of the game, they’re equally conflicted. Do you think they will find their way back to each other? I hope so. Their story is always just one of my favorites. I love watching them on-screen together, so
hopefully. TVEffie Morales has always been one of the most secretive characters on 'Power Book II: Ghost.' But what is the deal with her family? Tariq St. Patrick (Michael Rainey Jr.) has gotten in over his head on Power Book II: Ghost and now he’s dealing with the repercussions. While Tariq is scrambling to get his life in order, his colleague, Effie
Morales (Alix Lapri) is thriving. As enticing of a character as Effie is, there is still so much that we don’t know about her. Alix Lapri as Effie Morales in ‘Power Book II: Ghost’ | Starz Though Effie appeared in the final seasons of Power and had a
brief role in season 1 of Ghost, she has a much bigger presence in season 2 of the series. “Effie Morales, a Yale student no stranger to drama,” her official character description reads. “And her quest for financial freedom via drug dealing leads her to big competition — her former Choate classmates, Tariq and Brayden. But when Effie decides to join
forces with Tariq and Brayden again, she will be forced to determine where her loyalties lie — with herself and herself only, or with people who have shown their true colors time and time again.” While Effie might appear to be a sideline character, Power Universe creator Courtney Kemp says that she is one of her favorite of the series. In a recent episode of Ghost, Diana (LaToya Tonodeo) asked Effie about her parents and the Yale student
replied that they stay out of her way. “Effie’s mom is a mess. But I'll tell you about that later,” Kemp revealed in a 2020 Instagram Live. “And if you guys remember, close readers of the series, Effie’s brother is dead. He was murdered, so keep that in mind.” We have a feeling this information will come full circle by the end of this season or certainly in
Power Book II: Ghost Season 3. At present, Effie is focused on her studies at Yale, selling products, helping Diana, and dating other women. However, Ghost fans are convinced that Effie and Tariq are destined for each other. “Angela saw positive in Ghost which is a big part of
the reason why he chose her over Tasha,” a Redditor said via Express. Power Book II: Ghost is a spinoff about some of the most controversial Power characters, and one of them is Effie. She appeared briefly in Power and Power Book II Season 1 before being promoted
to a regular role. But, who is Effie, and who plays her? Effie Morales is a character from the so-called Power-verse, a cinematic universe of several spinoff series revolving around the characters from the highly successful show Power. It fell apart when Effie betrayed Tariq for her own gain, revealing
his business and getting him expelled from Choate. Fast forward to Season 1 of Power Book II: Ghost, Effie attends Yale University, where she meets Tariq again. Effie was ready to make amends with Tariq, but he refused despite her trying to explain herself and the reasons why she did what she did. Later, she returns to Tariqg’s room to ask for help,
making his new girlfriend, Lauren, jealous. Tariq tells her he doesn’t deal anymore, but after getting into debt with the wrong crowd, he has no choice but to contact Effie and work with her to pay his debts. Their relationship somewhat rekindles for a moment. However, Tariq is forced to lie to her to protect her, so Effie gets angry and leaves to
continue attending Yale. When he meets up with her to apologize and explain, Effie accepts, and they kiss yet again. Now, in Season 2, her role gets more regular, and fans can’t hide their excitement. Effie teaches Diana the game, and they share deeper conversations, but Effie warns Diana not to get too close to Tariq if she doesn’t want to get hurt.
Later, Tariq is put on trial for two murders - one of which he didn’t commit - and is forced to stay in his room with an ankle monitor during the trial. Effie is there for him, though, and he introduces her to some people, saying she’ll be working for them as of now. Long story short, Lauren betrays Tariq and his associates by wearing a wire, so Effie
plots her murder, which fails. Tariq gets angry at her for that, which is when the third season commences. I won’t head into detail about the third season, as many might’ve missed it so far as it just came out recently, but Effie is still a recurring character loved (and hated at the same time) by fans. Effie Morales is portrayed by Alix Lapri, an American
singer, songwriter, and actress. Alix is most well-known for her music career, and her role as Effie in the Power-verse is probably her biggest acting role so far. She actually already worked with 50 Cent in 2018 in the blockbuster movie Den of Thieves, where Lapri portrayed Maloa. As mentioned, her role as Effie in Power was a minor role, as she only
appeared in four episodes of the last season of the show. So, when Effie became a more prominent role in Power Book II: Ghost, Alix didn’t hide her excitement and joy. Speaking to TV Insider before Season 2, she shared: “It’s surreal. It took me a long time to believe it was actually going to be happening. It’s validating when your role grows and gets
deeper and more complex. You get to stretch more as an actor. I think she was still a mystery last season. Everyone wanted more because they are intrigued by her. She would just come and go and pop up as she pleased. I think this next season you’ll get to see her step into her bag a little bit more. She is powerful, edgy, risky, bold. She definitely
does some very crazy things this season. There have been no talks but I've actually
been feeling like I want to step back into music a little bit lately. I feel it would be a great place to start. Who knows? Maybe we’ll make something happen.” Whatever Alix chooses to do in the future - acting, music, or both - I'm positive she’ll do an amazing job and have a fantastic career, just like she has had so far.
