That	means	working	to	avoid	fouls,	disrupting	their	balls	if	theyre	in	good	positions,	and	taking	considered	shots.Know	When	To	Cause	ChaosIts	great	when
your	balls	are	all	in	favorable	positions.	But	that	wont	always	be	the	case.	In	some	games,	your	balls	will	be	clumped	together	or	resting	on	the	cushions,	which	makes	them	difficult	to	pot.Remember	that	you	dont	always	need	to	try	to	pot	a	ball.
