Turn	the	alarm	setting	hand	knob	clockwise	until	it	points	to	the	desired	time.	Be	deliberate	in	your	movements,	making	sure	that	the	hand	is	precisely	aligned	with	the	minute	markings	on	the	clock	face.	Consider	the	relationship	between	the	alarm	setting	hand	and	the	hour	and	minute	hands.	The	alarm	will	sound	when	the	hour	and	minute	hands
coincide	with	the	position	of	the	alarm	setting	hand.	Therefore,	it	is	crucial	to	account	for	the	current	time	when	setting	the	alarm.	For	example,	if	the	current	time	is	10:00	PM	and	you	want	to	set	the	alarm	for	6:00	AM,	the	alarm	setting	hand	should	point	to	the	6	on	the	clock	face.	However,	if	the	current	time	is	6:30	AM	and	you	want	to	set	the
alarm	for	7:00	AM,	the	alarm	setting	hand	should	point	to	the	7.	After	setting	the	alarm	time,	double-check	its	accuracy.	Visually	verify	that	the	alarm	setting	hand	is	correctly	positioned	and	that	you	have	accounted	for	the	current	time.	Minor	adjustments	may	be	needed	to	achieve	optimal	precision.	A	slight	deviation	in	the	alarm	setting	can	result	in
the	alarm	sounding	several	minutes	early	or	late.	Once	satisfied	with	the	setting,	activate	the	alarm	by	switching	the	on/off	lever	to	the	"on"	position	(if	the	clock	has	one.	Some	clock	alarms	are	automatically	set	when	the	arms	line	up).	A	practical	test	can	confirm	that	the	alarm	is	properly	set.	Set	the	alarm	for	a	time	a	few	minutes	in	the	future	to
simulate	a	real	wake-up	scenario.
