Art DirectoryThe Old Guitarist is an oil painting by Pablo Picasso created late 1903early 1904. It depicts an old, blind, haggard man with threadbare clothing weakly hunched over his guitar, playing
in the streets of Barcelona, Spain. It is currently on display in the Art Institute of Chicago as part of the Helen Birch Bartlett Memorial Collection. At the time of The Old Guitarists creation, Modernism, Impressionism, Post-Impressionism, and Symbolism had merged and created an overall movement called Expressionism which greatly influenced
Picassos style. Furthermore, El Greco, Picassos poor standard of living, and the suicide of a dear friend influenced Picassos style at the time which came to be known as his Blue Period. Several x-rays, infrared images and examinations by curators revealed three different figures hidden behind the old guitarist. At the time, having renounced his
classical and traditional education and searching for fame, Picasso and his friend Carlos Casagemas moved to Paris. A year later, Casagemas became hopelessly miserable from a failed love affair and committed suicide. Picasso was greatly afflicted by this event and was soon depressed and desolate. In addition, Picasso was very poor. His poverty
made him identify and relate to beggars, prostitutes and other downtrodden outcasts in society. These events and circumstances were the impetus for the beginning of Picassos Blue Period which lasted from 1901 to 1904. The Blue Period is identified by the flat expanses of blues, greys and blacks, melancholy figures lost in contemplation, and a deep
and significant tragedy. After the Blue Period came Picasso's Rose Period, and eventually the Cubism movement which Picasso co-founded. Elements in The Old Guitarist were carefully chosen to generate a reaction from the spectator. For example, the monochromatic color scheme creates flat, two-dimensional forms that dissociate the guitarist from
time and place. In addition, the overall muted blue palette creates a general tone of melancholy and accentuates the tragic and sorrowful theme. The sole use of oil on panel causes a darker and more theatrical mood. Oil tends to blend the colors together without diminishing brightness, creating an even more cohesive dramatic composition.
Furthermore, the guitarist, although muscular, shows little sign of life and appears to be close to death, implying little comfort in the world and accentuating the misery of his situation. Details are eliminated and scale is manipulated to create elongated and elegant proportions while intensifying the silent contemplation of the guitarist and a sense of
spirituality. The large, brown guitar is the only significant shift in color found in the painting; its dull brown, prominent against the blue background, becomes the center and focus. The guitar comes to represent the guitarists world and only hope for survival. This blind and poor subject depends on his guitar and the small income he can earn from his
music for survival. Some art historians believe this painting expresses the solitary life of an artist and the natural struggles that come with the career. Therefore, music, or art, becomes a burden and an alienating force that isolates artists from the world. And yet, despite the isolation, the guitarist (artist) depends on the rest of society for survival. All
of these emotions reflect Picassos predicament at the time and his criticism of the state of society. The Old Guitarist becomes an allegory of human existence. The full text of the article is here Still, many art lovers are
fascinated by Picassos unusual distorted art style, known as cubism. Why did he paint portraits this way? Pablo Picasso on his studio with Miss Bardot via Creative Commons There are some who speculate that Picassos style of painting distorted faces is rooted in his history of practicing caricature. As a young boy in the 1890s, Picasso would make
quick sketches of his friends on torn bits of paper bags and in margins of his textbooks. He doodled his art school classmates while in college. Later, he would make these same sketches of dealers, patrons and friends. As it turned out, he had a knack for exaggeration. And that knack would help him develop his famous cubism style. There are so many
realities that in trying to encompass them all one ends in darkness, Picasso once said. That is why, when one paints a portrait, one must stop somewhere, in sort of a caricature. Born in 1889, Picasso lived through some of the worst times in modern history. He survived the Spanish civil war, and lived in France during the Nazis occupation. Many
speculate that these challenging and tragic events helped develop his style of painting distorted faces. A head is a matter of eyes, nose, mouth, which can be distributed in any way you like, Picasso said. Pablo Picasso art Portrait de jeune fille, 1914Portrait of a young womanEarly works by Picasso show off his talent in realism, but as he began facing
these difficult and challenging world events, his style changed. In the early 1900s, Picasso was a major player in one of the most influential art movements of the early 20th century: cubism. Picasso was reportedly inspired by African tribal masks. The painting Guernica, created during the Spanish Civil War, would be the work that changed his life.
And in this painting, we see his use of distorted faces. The painting was commissioned by the Spanish Republic for the pavilion at the Paris International Exposition of 1937. Picasso was inspired by the bombing of a small town in Basque. The painting portrays a frenzied mix of six human figures, a bull and a horse; all of which are housed in a long-
ceiling interior. While Picasso never spoke on the symbolism of the figure and objects, much of the painting can be taken at face value. The mural-sized painting now resides at Madrids Museo Nacional Centro de Arte Reina Sofia. Prior to Guernica, Picasso had been experimenting with art since the mid-20's. His work initially featured interior rooms
with musical instruments and fruits; things of pleasure. Soon, the rooms would become claustrophobic, with darker themes. The shift occurred right around the World War I recovery efforts, in the years just before the stock market crash that triggered the Great Depression. It was during this period that Picasso began to look at the darker side of the
human psyche. Life experiences are one explanation for Picassos distorted faces, but others believe theres a much simpler explanation. Some say Picassos distorted faces are merely his way of showing the audience how he views a person, or his attempt at portraying the person from every possible angle at once. It could be that Picasso was trying to
capture the sitters emotions, thoughts and struggles in one single painting. Rather than focusing on realism, his goal is to make the viewer feel what the sitter is feeling; something Picasso excelled at. Its impossible to know for sure the real reason behind Picassos unique style. But even if he were here to ask, its doubtful hed provide a straight
answer. After all, art is open to interpretation. When we ask about Pablo Picasso a lot of people answer about his involvement with cubism. You Should See When I teach students about Picasso or lead tours that include his art, they are sometimes confused about the artist. Why? Because they know Pablo Picasso is a big deal, they just dont know why. As you look at and learn more about these famous artworks by Picasso, I think youll begin to see the bigger picture. Believe it or not,
Picasso could draw really, really well. According to Picasso biographer Roland Penrose, Picasso showed a true gift for art even as a boy. He got his earliest training from his father who was an academy-trained artistquite traditional. In Barcelona, the artist got his first real training. Later, his parents sent him to Madrid for serious artistic instruction.
There are lots of stories about Picassos rebelliousness as a student, an artist-in-training, and a young man. While plenty of them are true, the point is that he was simply thinking outside of the box, as they say. The box being traditional art that features objects that look more or less real. Suffice to say that was never Picassos mission. What was his
mission then? Miguel Utrillo, an artist who knew Picasso when he first arrived in Paris in 1900, said it best. He wrote, The art of Picasso is very young; the child of his observing spirit which does not pardon the weakness of the youth of our time and reveals even the beauty of the horrible Utrillo knew Picasso was different and that being a good artist
meant more than drawing well. He also referred to the young artist as one who draws because he sees and not because he can draw a nose from memory. I think that says everything about Picasso and why hes considered one of the revolutionaries of modern art. He thought art could and should do more than mirror what we see in the real world. With
this in mind, lets look now at some of Picassos most famous works and where to see them. 12. Portrait of the Artists Mother Public domain, Pablo Picasso 1896 | Pastel on Paper | Museu Picasso (Barcelona) This touching portrait of Picassos mother has recently been restoredand with nearly as much love as it was made. The artists style at the time was
what we might call academic naturalism. He had learned how to draw in a very traditional way. This pastel portrait demonstrates how well he did, too. However, he understood the limits of this style and would soon launch an experimental style and career that would span decades. For the moment, though, appreciate the expertise of this portrait.
Picasso expert Marilyn McCully notes that the artist made many portraits of his family members. After all, they were free models. But also, they were cherished by the family and by the artist. In this moment captured by her 15-year-old son, Maria seems to be resting. The brushwork of the dress and the background reveal the influence of
impressionism. He
tried on styles like hats. It wouldnt take him long to move on from this post-impressionist style as he chose to stay in Paris where the bohemian life suited him and the art scene was second-to-none. Scenes of Parisian nightlife were common. Remember Renoirs famous painting, The Ball at the Moulin de la Galette? Consider Picassos painting a modern
update. Rather than resembling Renoirs style, this picture captures the excitement of the bohemian nightlife, notes art historian John Richardson. Works like this got the attention of critics and collectors. By 1901, at age 20, Picasso had his first Paris exhibition. He showcased at the gallery of Ambroise Vollard, an influential dealer who represented
successful post-impressionist and newer artists. Between 1901 and 1904, Picasso painted the down-and-out residents of
Paris and Barcelona. Vagabonds, the infirm, prostitutes, and other unfortunates populate his pictures from those years. Later, explained Richardson, art historians and critics called it his Blue Period. Thats because the colors he chose for these works were mostly blue and gray. For him, those colors were symbolic of melancholy. Picasso himself was
not immune to sadness and tragedy. He had lost his close friend to suicide and his art inspiration from around in 1901. Afterwards, he entered a dismal period, which is how we ended up with the self-portrait above. He looks like the gloomy, starving artist he was at the time. He was struggling to make ends meet, which explains the gaunt face. El

But Richardson noted that the historians wanted to track the rapid developments of his art in the early years since his style changed relatively quickly. The changes reflected his dissatisfaction and
there was much more to come. Here, the artist has represented yet another social outcast in this Blue Period painting. An elderly man from Barcelona sits on the ground in a doorway. Perhaps he is playing for people passing on the street. We dont see a hat or tin for coins, but we may imagine he is offering his songs for a small donation. Notice how
oddly flat the background seems and how the body parts of the old man look like cut-outs. You might think they dont matter, but these details are important on the whole. Also, the artist uses mostly blue and other muted colors. We read these colors as gloomy, which accurately describes this picture. The Blue Period paintings were the most
emotionally expressive ones of his career. Picassos Rose Period, which was also given that name after the fact, began in 1904. He was doing well enough to afford an art studio he called the Bateau-Lavoir. It was on the hill in Montmartre.
There, he made some of his most famous early paintings. The people in his Rose Period paintings are still marginal social figures. However, they arent down-and-out. They are clowns, actors, and acrobats. This group of itinerant circus performers or saltimbanques stands in a desolate landscape to which they bring good cheer. Picasso identified with
such creative types. Note how their bodies, like those of the Blue Period figures, are still strangely elongated and distorted. Remember that these are choices the artist is making to achieve a desired effect. 7. Portrait of Gertrude Stein 1905-6 | Oil on Canvas | Metropolitan Museum of Art (New York) The dream of all starving artists was to find a
wealthy benefactor, and thats just what happened to Picasso. Gertrude Stein was an American writer living in Paris. She and her brother Leo were also influential art collectors. Her weekly salonscultural gatheringsat her home were opportunities to see and be seen. Stein befriended and championed Picasso, and he finished her portrait in 1906. This
portrait one of his most notable Rose Period artworks. Les Demoiselles dAvignon Public domain, Pablo Picasso, and courtesy of Museum of Modern Art NYC 1907 | Oil on Canvas | Museum of Modern Art (New York) This
semi-scandalous painting made waves when it saw the light of day. Its large: 8 feet by 7.6 feet. And it really only resembles the preceding Rose Period paintings based on the colors. Here, the sturdy geometric shapes of Gertrude Stein are now jagged pieces or shards of broken pottery fused together. These nude women are life-size and they stare
back at you like youre rude for looking. Who are these so-called Demoiselles dAvignon? Well, the word demoiselles, which usually means young ladies, is used in a derogatory way to refer to prostitutes. These are prostitutes from Barcelonas red light district, which suffice to say, Picasso knew rather well. The shocking faces of these unattractive
women are based on African masks and ancient Iberian (Spanish) sculptures. Why? This was the artists way of equating sexuality with a primitive state. Needless to say, the public and critics who were not fans of modern art did not understand this painting at all. However, art historians now regard it as an important turning point in the development
of cubism and modern art on the whole. And youre about to see another major shift you can compare below. 5. Girl with a Mandolin (Fanny Tellier) Public domain, Pablo Picasso, and courtesy of Museum of Modern Art NYC 1910 | Oil on Canvas | Museum of Modern Art (New York) You probably didnt see this one coming! The change between this and
the previous image of the nude women is stark, which is just Picassos style. Scholar William Rubin describes the fast-paced changes of cubism that happened here. He explains that Georges Braque, another young artist working in Paris, visited Picasso at his studio in 1907 to talk about art. Braque had been painting like their hero, Czanne. That is, he
was dividing his paintings into sections resembling small cubes like Czanne did. Braque and Picasso became a dynamic duo creating some of the most notable cubism works of art. The first phase of cubism was later called analytic cubism because you had to kind of analyze what you were seeing. Artists would look at the people and objects they
wanted to paint, cut them into pieces, turn them around, and putting them back togetherstrangely. Why strangely? They wanted to create the sense that an object like the girl or the mandolin in this picture was being displayed from several sides all at once. Notice how the jagged pieces of Les Demoiselles above are less harsh. Also take note of the
colors: brown and gray. They really dont convey much feeling, do they? Another interesting thing is that these cubes seem to lie in very shallow space, meaning the depth isnt as deep as you might expect. The reason for that is that the artists wanted to challenge the idea that art should make the viewer feel like they were looking through a window at
something real. Picasso and Braque thought art should do other things, newer things, and this was definitely new. 4. Still-Life with Caned Chair Public domain, Pablo Picasso 1912 | Oil and Oilcloth on Canvas, Rope Frame | MuseNational Picasso (Paris) Now what, you might ask, could possibly interest an artist about an old chair? Well, scholar
Penrose tells us that by the summer of 1912, Braque and Picasso had solidified their new style and were ready to experiment again. Thats when Braque came up with the idea to use non-traditional materials in their artworks, meaning, things that wouldnt normally belong. Keep in mind that, even though their cubist paintings, drawings, and sculptures
were radical, they were still made with traditional materials. After all, what could be more traditional than oil on canvas? So, they began adding new elements which were definitely non-traditional. The rope functions like a frame, which is meant to be funny. The oilcloth takes the place of canvas. However, in a clever twist, Picasso simulated the
texture of a caned chair. As a result, this artwork seems to have things happening on different levels. Some elements of the picture are closer to life or even real. In contrast, some are just illusions. Case in point: youre looking at a caf table with jumbled items on it, not a caned chair! The two artists called this phase of cubism synthetic as they said
they were synthesizing or bringing together different objects and materials. This picture also touches on themes that were common to cubism such as music and dining, especially lingering at a caf and reading the newspaper or listening to live music. Just regular life stuff. Gone are the browns and grays. The excitement of colors is back! Although this is another still-life of ordinary objects arranged on a caf
table, there is a lot more happening behind the scenes, so to speak. First, notice the bottle of liquor, the Anis del Mono. It resembles a harlequin (one of the artists favorite subjects) which he painted frequently during the Rose Period. Here, the bottle is decorated like the checkered costume of a harlequin. Second, remember the point I made above
about different levels of representation? Well, in this case, the harlequin bottle is probably a self-portrait of the artist, according to the Art Institute of Detroit. What other objects can you find in this enigmatic picture? A glass or two? A playing card? Perhaps a guitar or mandolin? Notice how Picasso has created the objects using solid fields of color
interspersed with bright dots. Also notice how everything looks quite flat, although you still have the multiple vantage points of a Cubist artwork. 2. She and Picasso
were introduced by their mutual friend Paul Eluard in 1936, though they had met earlier on a movie set, according to art historian Michel Ruten. Both were artists and both moved in a glamorous circle of artists, writers, and other cultural greats of the era. Picasso and Maar were together for nine tumultuous years. In all honesty, all of his intimate
relationships were notoriously tempestuous. He produced this strange, colorful portrait of her only a year after theyd met. The style is surrealism, which famously featured uncanny combinations of objects and themes, hence the odd, double-face of Dora. On the one hand, it seems like she is looking directly at the artist. Then again, maybe shes looking
away. What might this say about their stormy relationship? Writer Andr Malraux revealed a telling quote by Picasso concerning women: Women are suffering machines. When I paint a woman in an armchair, the chair is old age and death, right? Too bad for her. Or its to protect her The quote is anything but flattering of the artist. In fact, he was
known to be profoundly unkind to his women partners, to say the least. 1. Thats certainly a subjective opinion but you can judge for yourself. At the
least, it brings an overwhelming emotional response in the viewer, especially in person. This enormous black-and-white (and some gray) painting measures 25.6 feet across and more than 11 feet high. Also produced in the Picassos Surrealist style, Guernica is considered by many modern art authorities, notes Richardson, as Picassos masterpiece. But
whats it all about, anyway? Well, Guernica was a town in the Basque region of Spain. In the midst of the Spanish Civil War, a Nazi Germany condor legion of warplanes bombed Guernica. This ruthless act by the Spanish anti-Republican General Francisco Franco and his Nazi collaborators outraged the international community. Since Spain was at war,
many of the men of Guernica were away fight. Thus, the main victims of the bombing were women and children, which fueled the furor over acts of needless violence. Picasso, a native Spaniard, painted Guernica which is filled with symbolism. The scene is a room ablaze from the bombing. A mother screams as she holds the body of her dead child. A
soldier lies defeated with a broken sword. Flames rise from everywhere. Art historian Patricia Failing points out, the bull and the horse are important symbols in Spanish art. The images in black, white, and gray tones evoke newspaper stories that told of the horror of the destruction of Guernica. When you visit this exhibit in the Reina Sofia, feel the
emotions Picasso accurately portrayed here. Guernica was Picasso's response to the bombing of the Basque town of the same name on April 26, 1937 during the Spanish Civil War. Picasso was commissioned by the republican government of Spain to produce a mural painting for the Spanish Pavilion at the World Fair in Paris. Painted in one month -
from May to June 1937 - Guernica became the centerpiece of the Spanish pavilion and a sensation at the Fair, but it was consequently banned from exhibition in Spain until military dictator Franco fell from power in 1975. Picasso had studied dramatic photographs of bombing published in various periodicals. Despite that, neither the studies nor the
finished picture contain a single allusion to a specific event, constituting instead a generic plea against the barbarity and terror of war. The scene depicted in Guernica is a room full of moving, screaming and dying adults, children and animals. Most of the individual images are also symbols: a bull (virility of man), a woman with a dead child (pieta
image), a horse (innocent people), a dead soldier with stigmata (martyrdom), a blazing light (bombs), a prison cell (torture), a dove (peace).Guernica is painted in monochrome, using a palette of grey, black, and white. Perhaps Picasso wanted to give his painting a veneer of photojournalistic realism; or maybe the bleak, night-time colour scheme
complemented the jagged shapes and terror-stricken faces, and added to the sense of panic and terror. In any event, the lack of colour gives added impact to the flattened Cubist forms, and adds to the drama of the work by allowing Picasso to highlight key faces and objects in white. This painting is undoubtedly modern art's most famous response to
war, and an international symbol of genocide committed during wartime.Love him or hate him, Picasso was the greatest artist of the 20th century. He was a restless innovator, constantly reinventing himself and pushing the boundaries of art. From the haunting tones of his Blue Period to the fractured forms of Cubism, his work reshaped modern art.
Picasso paintings were often deeply personal, reflecting his shifting emotions and turbulent relationships. Lovers, muses, and wives appeared in his work, sometimes idealized, sometimes distorted, always leaving a mark on his evolving style. Over a career spanning nearly eight decades, he produced thousands of artworks. But a select few stand out
as his defining masterpieces. Picasso, Guernica, 1937 Museo Reina Sofa, Madrid Guernica is the centerpiece of the Reina Sofia. Its one of the most famous paintings in Spain, and even the entire world. almost immersive, drawing in viewers with its raw emotional power. Picasso painted this anti-war, monochromatic masterpiece in response to the Nazi bombing of Guernica, a small town in northern Spain. At first glance, the scene is chaotictwisted figures, open mouths, and scattered limbs all convey terror. The dying horse at the center writhes in
agony, its neck contorted from the heat of the bombs. A woman shrieks as she clutches her dead child, a modern pieta. The bull, a recurring Picasso motif, has sparked debate. Some see it as a symbol of Spains suffering. Others argue it represents the brutality of fascism, standing indifferent amid the destruction. Symbolism is everywhere. The
dagger-shaped tongues scream in agony, while the lightbulb above is often seen as an ominous eye, watching over the devastation. A single candle flickers, a fragile attempt to push back the darkness. At the bottom, a fallen soldier lies dismembered, his broken sword sprouting a small flowerperhaps a sign of resilience, or a faint hope for peace. In
the gallery, you can see rare photos of Picassos process, documenting its creation from start to finish. Its an amazing gallery to see, transformative really. >>> Click here to book a Reina Sofia ticket Picasso, Les Demoiselles dAvignon, 1907 Museum of Modern Art (MoMA), New York Everything about Les Demoiselles dAvignon was shocking to the art
world when it was finally exhibited in 1916, almost a decade after Picasso had finished it. Guernica may be Picassos most famous painting. But this one is art historys greatest rule-breaker. For decades before Picasso, avant-garde artists had been challenging the traditional representational style of Western art. But Picassos bold depiction of a
Barcelona brothel shattered those conventions completely. With its fractured forms, distorted perspectives, and unsettling figures, it marked a radical break from realism. Raw and confrontational, the painting reflects Picassos fascination with African and Oceanic art, which he encountered at the Muse dEthnographie du Trocadro in Paris. The
angular, mask-like faces and geometric bodies reject classical beauty, emphasizing a more primal, emotional intensity. Picasso strips away traditional perspective and naturalistic proportions. Though initially met with shock and confusion, this painting became a cornerstone of 20th century art, redefining what painting could be and how to look at an
artwork. Picasso, Weeping Woman, 1937 Tate Modern, London Weeping Woman is based on the image of a mother holding her dead child. It comes from Picassos Guernica. Both paintings were created during the Spanish Civil War, a time of destruction and loss. The womans features are inspired by Dora Maar, an artist and photographer who
documented Picassos work on Guernica. She was also his lover and a major influence on his art. In Weeping Woman, Picasso captures deep grief and pain. The sharp, jagged lines and bold colors intensify her anguish. Tears stream from her hollow eyes as she clutches a handkerchief in a desperate attempt to contain her sorrow. Picassos use of
fractured shapes and exaggerated expressions heightens the emotion. The distorted face, almost mask-like, reflects both personal and collective suffering. The painting stands as a haunting symbol of human agony. >>> Click here to book a guided tour of the Tate Modern Picasso, The Old Guitarist, 1903-04 Art Institute of Chicago The Old Guitarist is
one of the worlds most sorrowful paintings. The old man appears exhausted as he slumps over his brown guitar. Hes gaunt, cross legged, and in threadbare clothing. Like all Picassos Blue Period paintings, it has a cold blue monochromatic palette and flattened forms. It shows Picassos empathy for the downtrodden, having been penniless for years
himself. The elongated forms show the influence of the 16th century artist El Greco, who worked in Toledo. National Gallery of Art, Washington, D.C. One of the most significant paintings from Picassos Rose Period, this artwork combines quiet sadness with a sense of poetic beauty. It depicts a group of traveling circus performers. Their expressions are distant and introspective, as they stand in a desolate landscape. At the time, Picasso was living in
Montmartre. He was struggling financially and felt like an outsider in the Parisian art world. The isolation of his subjects likely reflects his own sense of displacement. Created after thesuicide of his best friend,this era of Picassos work reflects his intense depression and obsession with themes oflife, love, isolation, and death. Like many Blue
Period pieces,La Vieis raw and emotional. Its painted in cool, muted colors, emphasizing its melancholic tone. The painting is often interpreted as a reflection onthe cycle of life and the struggles of the working class. Their forms are pieced together with sharp angles and overlapping planes that dont fully align. Picasso dressed them as characters from the Italian Commedia
dellarte, a theatrical tradition he often referenced. It reflects Picassos evolving experimentation with form and emotion. The subject is his wife, Olga, whom he rather disliked. At that time, Picasso had take up with Marie-Thrse Walter, a young, 17 year
old woman who would become his mistress. In Le Grand nu au Fauteuil Rouge, Olga appears to scream in pain and sorrow. Her form is flaccid with violent expression, which reflects the nature of the couples profound crisis. The spouses finally separated for good in 1935. Picasso, Blue Nude, 1902 Kunstmuseum Basel, Switzerland Blue Nude is one of
Picassos most striking early masterpieces, painted in 1902 during his Blue Period. As I mentioned, this era of his work was deeply influenced by grief and melancholy. The painting shows Picassos ability to express raw emotion through a monochromatic palette, using shades of blue to convey sorrow and isolation. The seated figure is shown from
behind, her posture reminiscent of those seen in life drawing classes. Picasso paints her from a high perspective, looking down at her. The background is minimal. By positioning the model in this way, Picasso reinforces a feeling of distance, making the observer feel like an outsider. Pablo Picasso, Portrait of Gertrude Stein, 1905-06 Metropolitan
Museum of Art, New York The painting marks a transition between Picassos Rose Period and the beginnings of Cubism. It shows his shift toward a more abstract and structured approach to form. Picasso met Stein in Paris and was immediately drawn to her presence and intellect. She became an important figure in his social circle, hosting gatherings
of avant garde artists and writers. She later claimed to have sat for Picasso90 times, as he struggled with how to depict her face. After repeatedly reworking it, he finally gave her features a sculptural, mask-like quality, a bold departure from his earlier style. Though some critics found the portrait unusual, Stein famously responded, If I look like this,
then I look like this. He was 50 years old and deeply infatuated with his 24 year old
mistress, Marie-Thrse Walter. Its one of Picassos most sensual and visually striking works. Hes said to have painted it in a single afternoon. Marie-Thrse is depicted in a dreamlike state with simplified, curving forms and bold, contrasting colors. The composition reflects his fascination with her youthful beauty, exaggerated through the soft, rounded
shapes. This painting belongs to a period in which Picasso embraced distortion and abstraction, influenced by both Cubism and Fauvism. The bold outlines and vibrant palette give it a luminous, almost hypnotic quality. The erotic nature of the work has often been discussed, particularly the controversial interpretation that Picasso embedded a phallic
symbol in the contours of Marie-Thrses upturned face. The Dream has had an eventful history in the art market. In 2006, casino magnate Steve Wynn famously damaged the painting by accidentally putting his elbow through the canvas. After restoration, it was sold in 2013 for $155 million to hedge fund manager Steven A. Cohen. That made it one of
the most expensive paintings ever sold at the time. Picasso, Boy with a Pipe, 1905 Private Collection This early painting is a famous Picasso painting because it marks the artists transition from his Blue Period into his Rose Period. At the time, the Picasso was living in the seedy Bateau Lavoire in Montmartre with other starving artists. The subject tis a
young Parisian boy smoking a pipe and wearing a flower garland. This is a big contrast to the older, world weary subjects from his Blue Period. The boysexpression is melancholic and almost impassive, despite the lighter color palette.Thepipesuggests a transition to adulthood, reinforcing Picassos themes ofyouth, innocence, and fleeting time. The
painting was famously sold at auction in 2004 for$104.2 millionat Sothebys, making it one of the most expensive paintings ever sold at the time. The buyer remains anonymous, and its current location is unknown. Picasso, Seated Woman, 1937 The Metropolitan Museum of Art, New York This joyful painting was created at the start of an incredibly
productive year for Picasso. In 1937, he produced some of his most powerful works, including Guernica. His young muse had inspired him, and his reputation as a legend grew. The painting has the feel of a harlequins costume, with bold bands of color arranged in a striking pattern. The figures dress is playful and theatrical. She almost resembles a
queen from a deck of playing cards. Picasso carefully balances the colors, using black and white lines to create movement and energy across the body. He also uses his signature contrast of red and green to add depth and dimension. This color pairing often makes an image look flat, but Picasso avoids that by constructing a Cubist sense of space. The
backgrounds sharp angles suggest the corners of a room, making the figure appear even more powerful. Marie-Thrse seems to emerge from the painting, full of strength and presence. PicassoPicasso is one of the world's most famous artists of the 20th century. Born in Mlaga, in the south of Spain, Pablo Picasso was a Spanish painter and sculptor. He is particularly well known as the father of the Cubism movement and a significant influence in Surrealism among other artistic movements. Some of Pablo Picasso's most famous works
include 'Guernica’', 'Les Demoiselles d'Avignon' and 'The Weeping Woman'.Pablo Ruiz Picasso (1881-1973)Pablo Picasso studied art with his father, Ruiz Picasso, who was an art professor. In this city, Picasso's father began working as a professor at the School of Fine Arts. Here, he convinced the other professors to allow his son to sit the entrance exam. This was normally a lengthy process, but
Pablo Picasso completed it all in one week, sufficiently impressing the professors. Pablo Picasso was then admitted to the school at the age of thirteen. Later in life, he also studied in Madrid at the Real Academia de Bellas Artes de San Fernando (The Royal Academy of Fine Arts of San Fernando). Pablo Picasso was extremely experimental, trying out
his skills in various distinctive artistic styles. His work can therefore be classified into many different sections which include the Blue Period, the Rose Period, the African-influenced period, the Cubism period, and the Classicalism and Surrealism period. Not only did he vary a lot in his styles of painting, but Pablo Picasso also varied in the type of
visual art he created. Picasso also created several sculptures, of which his most famous is the untitled metal sculpture that Picasso donated to the city of Chicago, USA. However, Pablo Picasso is most famous for his paintings. Picasso's most critically acclaimed painting, 'Guernica', played a very important part in the history of Spain in the 20th
century. Picasso painted 'Guernica' in 1937 as a representation of the bombing of the Spanish town of Guernica, near Bilbao in the north of Spain, during the Spanish Civil War. Pablo Picasso specified that the painting was not to return to Spain until a time when General Francisco Franco was no longer in power. Unfortunately, Picasso did not live to
see that day, as he died in 1973, two years before the death of Franco and the time when Spain began to move towards democracy. Such influences included works by artists like El Greco and Diego Velzquez. The Soup
is recognized as a painting that represented the visual codes of thegreater Symbolism movement of the early 20th century.Picasso often described his Blue Period artworks as nothing but feeling. This famous Portrait of Gertrude Steinshows Stein dressed in her favorite brown velvet jacket and marked a turning point in Picassos technique. This shift was noted by the contours of Steins portrait, which
appear chiseled in comparison to the flat elements of Picassos other Blue period and Rose period paintings. This approach was influenced by Picassos study of old Iberian sculpture.Picassos growing fascination with the textures and contours of the human face are evident in his use of flat surface and color. Les Demoiselles dAvignon was somewhat of a taboo
painting with a concept that distorted the representation and form of five prostitutes. The concept of nude women was not unusual for the time but Picassos depiction of the women in a Primitivist style was uncommon and subject to intense criticism. The mask-like faces of some of the figures reveal Picassos love for Iberian and African mask art,
implying that their sensuality is not just aggressive but also primitive, which was highly problematic not only for his appropriation of African styles as a form of objectifying women, but also for the lack of information around the identities of the women and their role in the painting.Picasso abandoned the Renaissances use of three-dimensionality in
favor of a severely flattened picture plane divided into geometric pieces. This technique was borrowed from the work of Paul Czanne. Les Demoiselles dAvignon (1907) by Pablo Picasso; via Wikimedia CommonsThe thigh of the woman on the left, for instance, was portrayed in a Cubist style, as if it were viewed from multiple viewpoints at once. It is
impossible to tell the leg apart from the empty space around it, which creates the sense that there is no clear element separating the foreground from the background. When the painting was finally exhibited to the public in 1916, it was criticized as completely immoral. Braque was one of few painters to analyze the painting in 1907 and resulted in his

The rope that wraps around the painting is, in fact, real, and
serves to imitate the carved border of a caf table. The painting may also be considered as a pane of glass, while the chair represents the actual seating of the object viewed through the table.Still-life with Chair Caning not only radically distorted visual space, as was characteristic of Picassos experimentation, but also reshaped our understanding of
representation in Cubism. Picasso adopted the use of painted text as part of his artwork and included advertisement typeface with the word Ma Jolie on the front of the work to highlight the
visual aesthetics to that of a billboard.This was the first time a painter had openly incorporated aspects of popular culture into fine art in the early 20th century. Caf life summed up 20th-century Parisian life for painters like Picasso who spent considerable hours at cafes

A table with a pipe and other belongings lie in front
of Pierrot. Beneath Pierrot, one can also spot a dog, whose stomach and legs are exposed below the performers legs. According to critics, the subject inspired Picasso since the period coincided with the birth of his first son, as well as the
somber and melancholic mood of France in the aftermath of World War I.The Classical Greek influence in this beautiful painting became yet another example of Picassos passion for Neo-Classical subjects.In the painting, the three ladies emerge from a rocky landscape in the form of massive relief sculptures, donning chiseled features and exaggerated
statuesque outlines that evoke provincial Hellenistic forms. Their high hewed features, as well as the deep-gouged lines represent the folds of their gowns, which contrast the unusual rotundity of their bodies. The dramatic breadth of the folds and the unique juxtaposition of silver, blue, and brown-orange hues make for a striking composition.Guernica

Pablo Picassos last painting was a crayon artwork, which took several months to complete, and remains one of his most famous late-career works.According to his companion Pierre Daix, Picasso held the drawing next to his face to emphasize that the expression of terror was a fabrication,
and added that when he returned to Picassos workshop months later, the drawing had grown even rougher lines.And that brings us to the end of our list of famous Picasso paintings! The 18th century lasted from 1 January 1701 (represented by
the Roman numerals MDCCI) to 31 December 1800 (MDCCC). During the 18th century, elements of Enlightenment thinking culminated in the Atlantic Revolutions. Revolutions began to challenge the legitimacy of monarchical and aristocratic power structures. The Industrial Revolution began mid-century, leading to radical changes in human society
and the environment. The European colonization of the Americas and other parts of the world intensified and associated mass migrations of people grew in size as part of the Age of Sail. During the century, slave trading expanded across the shores of the Atlantic Ocean, while declining in Russia[1] and China.[2]Western historians have occasionally
defined the 18th century otherwise for the purposes of their work. For example, the "short" 18th century may be defined as 17151789, denoting the period of time between the death of Louis XIV of France and the start of the French Revolution, with an emphasis on directly interconnected events.[3][4] To historians who expand the century to include
larger historical movements, the "long" 18th century[5] may run from the Glorious Revolution of 1688 to the Battle of Waterloo in 1815[6] or even later.[7] France was the sole world superpower from 1659, after it defeated Spain, until 1815, when it was defeated by Britain and its coalitions following the Napoleonic Wars.In Europe, philosophers
ushered in the Age of Enlightenment. This period coincided with the French Revolution of 1789, and was later compromised by the excesses of the Reign of Terror. At first, many monarchies of Europe embraced Enlightenment ideals, but in the wake of the French Revolution they feared loss of power and formed broad coalitions to oppose the French
Republic in the French Revolutionary Wars. Various conflicts throughout the century, including the War of the Spanish Succession and the Seven Years' War, saw Great Britain triumph over its rivals to become the preeminent power in Europe. However, Britain's attempts to exert its authority over the Thirteen Colonies became a catalyst for the
American Revolution. The 18th century also marked the end of the PolishLithuanian Commonwealth as an independent state. Its semi-democratic government system was not robust enough to prevent partition by the neighboring states of Austria, Prussia, and Russia.In West Asia, Nader Shah led Persia in successful military campaigns. The Ottoman
Empire experienced a period of peace, taking no part in European wars from 1740 to 1768. As a result, the empire was not exposed to Europe's military improvements during the Seven Years' War. The Ottoman military consequently lagged behind and suffered several defeats against Russia in the second half of the century.In South Asia, the death of
Mughal emperor Aurangzeb was followed by the expansion of the Maratha Confederacy and an increasing level of European influence and control in the region. In 1739, Persian emperor Nader Shah invaded and plundered Delhi, the capital of the Mughal Empire. Later, his general Ahmad Shah Durrani scored another victory against the Marathas,
the then dominant power in India, in the Third Battle of Panipat in 1761.[8] By the middle of the century, the British East India Company began to conquer eastern India,[9][8] and by the end of the century, the Anglo-Mysore Wars against Tipu Sultan and his father Hyder Ali, led to Company rule over the south.[10][11]In East Asia, the century was
marked by theHigh Qing era, a period characterized by significant cultural and territorial expansion. This period also experienced relative peace and prosperity, allowing for societal growth, increasing literacy rates, flourishing trade, and consolidating imperial power across the vast Qing dynasty's territories. Conversely, the continual seclusion policy
of the Tokugawa shogunate also brought a peaceful era called Pax Tokugawa and experienced a flourishment of the arts as well as scientific knowledge and advancements, which were introduced to Japan through the Dutch port of Nagasaki. In Southeast Asia, the KonbaungAyutthaya Wars and the Ty Sn Wars broke out while the Dutch East India
Company established increasing levels of control over the Mataram Sultanate.In Africa, the Ethiopian Empire underwent the Zemene Mesafint, a period when the country was ruled by a class of regional noblemen and the emperor was merely a figurehead. The Atlantic slave trade also saw the continued involvement of states such as the Oyo Empire.
In Oceania, the European colonization of Australia and New Zealand began during the late half of the century. In the Americas, the United States declared its independence from Great Britain. In 1776, Thomas Jefferson wrote the Declaration of Independence. In 1789, George Washington was inaugurated as the first president. Benjamin Franklin
traveled to Europe where he was hailed as an inventor. Examples of his inventions include the lightning rod and bifocal glasses. He had just recently arrived in Paris and had yet to establish any meaningful friendships when he created this piece soon after the suicide of his friend Carlos Casagemas. The death hit him hard and had a serious effect on his mental health. This self-
portrait is not Picassos first, but it is one of the earliest works of the Blue Period. Pablo Picasso produced Girl before a Mirror in 1932 as an oil on canvas painting. The picture depicts Picassos mistress and muse, Marie-Thrse Walter, standing in front of a mirror, gazing at her reflection. During the 1930s, Picasso painted Marie-Thrse many times. His
pictures of her from 1932 were the first public exhibition of their secret romance during his marriage to Olga Khokhlova. Picassos creative career was shaped by the year 1932. He had reached the age of 50 at this point in his life and had established himself as a significant artist. Picasso was the curator of a retrospective show of his work at Galerie
Georges Petit in 1932, which was an uncommon occurrence for an artist, and even more unexpectedly, Picasso seized charge of the curating. Girl before a Mirror is a photograph of a lady gazing in a mirror, revealing a darker reflection of herself. The womans face has been split into two parts, one of which is painted in a peaceful, lilac color, and the
other in a vibrant, yellow hue. The reflection depicts the subject in a different light, making her seem older and with a sunken face, perhaps as a symbol of her death. La Vie (The Life) is an oil on canvas work that was completed in May 1903 in Barcelona. It is generally considered as the peak of Picassos Blue Periods. Yet, at the time he was a 22-year-
old unknown artist who had yet to make his impact on the world of art. Picassos 1911 painting, Ma Jolie, openly portrays his girlfriend, Marcelle Humbert. Picasso claimed Ma Jolie, which means my beautiful one, was a reference to a famous music-hall song from the time, but the real meaning was kept hidden, known only to those close to his circle of acquaintances. As the primary image fades into the depths of abstract
surfaces and tiny details, the irregular forms and dark, brackish hues seem to communicate a deeper message.Marcelle Humberts figure is constructed in a haphazard manner utilizing Analytic Cubisms characteristic changing planes. The six strings in the middle of the image are a reference to the guitar, while the triangle on the right seems to
represent the womans elbow. Three Musicians is the title of two collage and oil works by Picasso. Both were finished in 1921 in Fontainebleau, France, near Paris, and are excellent examples of the Synthetic Cubist style.Each artwork depicts a Harlequin, a Pierrot, and a monk, who are said to be Picasso, Guillaume Apollinaire, and Max Jacob,
respectively. The Harlequin playing a guitar in the middle is a recurrent stand-in for Picasso himself throughout hiswork. Pierrot and Harlequin are standard figures from the ancient Italian comedy theater known as Commedia dellArte, which is a recurring subject throughout Picassos work. Three Musicians seems to be a collage created from cut out
pieces of colorful paper, despite the fact that it is an oil painting. The forms are reduced to angular patterns that interlock like jigsaw puzzles. Three Musicians is part of a major change in Picassos work that happened after 1914. Picasso created just a few collages after 1914. Instead, he used Cubist techniques in the conventional medium of oil on
canvas, allowing him to produce considerably bigger and more colorful works. This new technique had a major advantage: o0il paintings could be sold at much greater prices than collages. Portrait of Gertrude Stein is an o0il on canvas portrait of the American writer and art collector Gertrude Stein. Picasso began working on the painting in 1905, but it
was not completed until the following year.It is regarded as one of Picassos most significant paintings from his Rose Period. The picture exemplifies the geometric distortions and formal experiments that would come to define his work after the advent of Cubism. Picassos artwork defied conventional portraiture conventions by portraying the subject as
a huge, hulking figure staring blankly across the picture rather than at the spectator. Her figure is a round bulk, and she leans forward, her arms weightily resting on her knees. This stylistic shift proved to be of enormous historical significance since it indicated the path Picasso would take step by step until the creation of cubism. Le Rve, which
translates to The Dream, is an oil on canvas work that Pablo Picasso created in 1932 when he was 50 years old. In the picture, Picasso depicts his lover Marie-Thrse Walter, who was 22 at the time. On January 24, 1932, it is said to have been painted in the span of a single afternoon. It was created at the era in which Picasso was known for his
deformed images, and its simple forms and contrasting colors recall the early stages of the cubist movement. The artwork was sold at a private sale on March 26, 2013, for the staggering sum of $155 million, making it one of the most expensive paintings that has ever been sold. Pablo Picasso painted Science and Charity in 1897 in Barcelona using oil
on canvas. Picasso created this piece while he was just 15 years old, making it one of his early works. The picture displays a formal composition of a sick patient in bed being attended to by a physician and a nun carrying a kid. Picassos academic studies culminated in this work, which demonstrates his creative skill before he abandoned this style to
pursue his own artistic career. The picture is in the collection of the Picasso Museum in Barcelona. Quixote in 1955. It depicts the Spanish literary figure Don Quixote and his sidekick Sancho Panza. In commemoration of the 350th anniversary of the publication of the first section of the book Don Quixote by Miguel de Cervantes in 1605, it was highlighted in the issue of the French weekly newspaper Les Lettres Francaises that was published from
August 18 through August 24. The artwork Don Quixote, was done in a totally different manner compared to the Blue, Rose, and Cubist phases that came before it. Jacqueline Roque was Picassos final muse and wife, inspiring over 400 portraitsmore than any other woman in his life. Their relationship, marked by deep passion and exclusivity,
dominated his later years. Artistic Style & Symbolism: Soft Stylization: Unlike his earlier Cubist portraits, Jacquelines elongated neck and almond-shaped eyes convey elegance rather than distortion. Warm Colors & Flowers: Represent femininity, love, and devotion, reflecting their intense bond. Mediterranean Influence: Her serene face recalls
classical Greek and Egyptian art, which Picasso admired. Impact on Picassos Work: She became his sole artistic focus, replacing earlier muses. Inspired his fluid, expressive brushwork in the 1950s60s. Symbolized his final artistic phase, where love and art intertwined. Painted during Picassos Rose Period, Family of Saltimbanques captures a group of
itinerant circus performers standing together yet emotionally distant. Despite the warm, earthy tones, the mood is melancholic. The harlequin at the center, often considered Picassos alter ego, embodies the isolation of the struggling artist. A young girl in pink stands apart, representing innocence, while the acrobat and clown seem lost in their own
thoughts. Though inspired by the traveling performers Picasso observed in Paris, the painting reflects his own sense of loneliness. It marks his transition from the deep sorrow of the Blue Period to a more introspective, though still somber, phase of his work. Now housed in the National Gallery of Art in Washington, D.C., it remains a defining piece of
his early career. Pablo Picasso (/pkso, -kso/; Spanish:[palo pikaso]; 25 October 1881 8 April 1973) was a Spanish painter, sculptor, printmaker, ceramicist, stage designer, poet and playwright who spent most of his adult life in France. Regarded as one of the most influential artists of the 20th century, he is known for co-founding the Cubist movement,
the invention of constructed sculpture, the co-invention of collage, and for the wide variety of styles that he helped develop and explore. Among his most famous works are the proto-Cubist Les Demoiselles d'Avignon (1907), and Guernica (1937), a dramatic portrayal of the bombing of Guernica by the German and Italian airforces. Picasso
demonstrated extraordinary artistic talent in his early years, painting in a naturalistic manner through his childhood and adolescence. During the first decade of the 20th century, his style changed as he experimented with different theories, techniques, and ideas. After 1906, the Fauvist work of the slightly older artist Henri Matisse motivated Picasso
to explore more radical styles, beginning a fruitful rivalry between the two artists, who subsequently were often paired by critics as the leaders of modern art.Picasso's work is often categorized into periods. While the names of many of his later periods are debated, the most commonly accepted periods in his work are the Blue Period (19011904), the
Rose Period (19041906), the African-influenced Period (19071909), Analytic Cubism (19091912), and Synthetic Cubism (19121919), also referred to as the Crystal period. Much of Picasso's work of the late 1910s and early 1920s is in a neoclassical style, and his work in the mid-1920s often has characteristics of Surrealism. His later work often
combines elements of his earlier styles.Exceptionally prolific throughout the course of his long life, Picasso achieved universal renown and immense fortune for his revolutionary artistic accomplishments, and became one of the best-known figures in 20th-century art. Picasso was baptized Pablo Diego Jos Francisco de Paula Juan Nepomuceno Mara de
los Remedios Cipriano de la Santsima Trinidad Ruiz y Picasso, a series of names honouring various saints and relatives. Ruiz y Picasso were included for his father and mother, respectively, as per Spanish law. Born in the city of Mlaga in the Andalusian region of Spain, he was the first child of Don Jos Ruiz y Blasco (18381913) and Mara Picasso y
Lpez. His mother was of one quarter Italian descent, from the territory of Genoa. Though baptized a Catholic, Picasso would later on become an atheist. Picasso's family was of middle-class background. His father was a painter who specialized in naturalistic depictions of birds and other game. For most of his life Ruiz was a professor of art at the
School of Crafts and a curator of a local museum. Ruiz's ancestors were minor aristocrats. Picasso showed a passion and a skill for drawing from an early age. According to his mother, his first words were "piz, piz", a shortening of Ipiz, the Spanish word for "pencil". From the age of seven, Picasso received formal artistic training from his father in
figure drawing and oil painting. Ruiz was a traditional academic artist and instructor, who believed that proper training required disciplined copying of the masters, and drawing the human body from plaster casts and live models.
