Building a go kart frame is straight forward. Arrange and brace the steel tubing on your workbench, tack weld the frame together, then weld everything up. We will focus on the base frame and bumper, then move on to other components in the next page. The go kart frame plans show how to build a 2 seat go kart, step-by-step, with all of the correct
gauges of steel tubing, sheet, and plate. So lets start with the base, which is made of 1x1x11 gauge square tubing. In order to make sure the base frame is level and square, set it up on a level work space. I used a piece of plywood (OSB) on my workbench and a square to position the frame sections, then used nails to secure the tubing. The reason why
I did this is because as you weld, the tubing will warp slightly at the weld. Bracing the frame will prevent warping and keep everything square. The next step is to tack weld the frame into place. Tack welding the go kart frame is easy. First, make sure the tubing matches up (notice how I used a straight edge in the above picture to make sure the
tubing was on the same plane). Next, make a small tacks at the tubing intersections. I made four tacks at each tubing joint. Finally, remove the nails. Welding the tubing joints between the tack welds will give you great results as the go kart frame is already stiff. To avoid warping, focus on one joint at a time: Weld one joint side, then flip the frame
and weld the other side of the tubing. Double check all of your welds for the base frame, then move onto the bumper. Do the same bracing, tacking, and welding as before with the bumper. Make sure you have the 5/16 pedal holes drilled exactly in the center of the tubing 1 1/8 from the edge of the tubing. These holes will serve as the pivot point for
the brake and throttle pedals. I do not advise grinding any welds down on the main part of the frame. However, for aesthetic purposes, its ok to grind down the bumper welds to smooth out the edges. First, I ground down the welds with a grinding wheel on my angle grinder, then used a sanding wheel to polish and smooth out the grind marks. The
end result was great! If you don't get it right you Kart will not turn but plough straight ahead.
Unlike a car the rear wheels do not have a differential but are locked together and always spin at the same speed, this requires some cleaver engineering to make the inside rear wheel lift of the ground when turning and allowing the front of the kart to turn in.Understeer happens when the front of a car tends to go straight on when you turn the wheel
into a corner. You can feel the tires scrubbing against the tarmac. Most modern cars are front wheel drive and they tend to understeer. Its inherently quite safe, as the speed is scrubbed off, and as long as theres enough road, the tires will eventually grip and turn the car the way you want!Oversteer This happens when the back end of the car slides
away from the direction of the turn. Rear wheel drive cars are much more prone to this. Its less safe than understeer, because it can be the prelude to a spin, and suddenly lifting off the power (which is a natural reaction) can actually cause the spin as they tires bite. Cars like the Porsche 911, where the weight is all behind the back axle are prone to
this.Camber Camber is the angle of the wheel relative to vertical, as viewed from the front or the rear of the car. If the wheel leans in towards the chassis, it has negative camber; if it leans away from the car, it has positive camber. so on a Go Kart it should be 0. in the middle of both positive and negative.Caster Positive caster angle is best illustrated
by the rearward tilt of the steering fork on a bicycle. Positive caster obviously places the front wheel ahead of its pivot point and most vehicles are designed with positive caster angle. Its defined as the angle created by the steering's pivot point from the front to back of the vehicle. Caster is positive if the line is angled forward, and negative if
backward. A well designed frame will be customized to your size. Don't rush here if you get something wrong now, it will take twice as long later. Frames are often designed for two riders, and if so need to
incorporate hand holds for the second rider. Most frames have a width between 1/3 and 2/3 the wheelbase on the wider end for best stability. To design your custom frame length and width, sit on some clean concrete and imagine yourself in your go cart. Using chalk, draw the frame's dimensions to the size and shape you want so that your legs are
comfortable and it is wide enough. Draw where your feet will rest. Record your personalized dimensions. Materials Tubing (round or square) may be used, or angle iron. For angle, use a thicker size than if you're going to use tubing. Pipe isn't recommended because it's much too heavy, and weight hurts performance. If you don't have a tubing bender,
angle has the benefit that making bends is easy. Simply notch one side, heat the material and bend as necessary. When it's bent to shape just weld in some filler material. The most efficient solution is some mixture of types. We like round for the rear axle support, and square for the rest, with angle intermixed as needed for support. Use thick wall
tubing for the axle. See our full discussion on materials for more information. Can You Over Build? Keep in mind the weight of the rider, and let your design choice reflect their needs. If the kart is for a 100 pound kid, then the frame can be less stout than if the frame is for a 200 pound man. What we mean is that it's easy to over-build until you've got
supports everywhere and no flex, but unfortunately all that weight will kill the performance. The trusty 5 HP motor is a good engine, but it can't push a tank. Roll Bar Roll bars are great additions to karts. If you're putting one in, a bar that starts in the front and terminates above the rider's head is the best design. This helps ensure that if the kart
crashes into something like limbs, the bar will help push them up and out of the way. A roll bar that only extends above the head but doesn't have this front guard isn't as useful. Ground Clearance Our one seat plans suggest lowering the frame to within 2 inches of the ground. That's fine if you've got a lot of open and safe asphalt to drive on. But you'll
lose so much ground clearance that it would have to be an on-road-only kart. Alternatively, too much clearance raises the center of gravity. But, what exactly is a chassis? A frame is the skeleton of the go-kart. The frame (or chassis) must be sturdy, made from good-quality steel, and lightweight. A durable go-kart
chassis is essential if you want to be competitive in a race. And, if you dont want to spin out in every corner. With that said, Ive explained everything about go-kart chassis in this article. Il also inform you how to choose a good go-kart frame, whether a used or brand-new one. While there are many things that you should look out for when buying a go-
kart chassis, Ive included the most important ones below. Before you start searching for the best go-kart frame, youll need to consider what type youll need. There are several different types according to each aspect of the chassis, but Ill focus on its shape, which narrows these down to three: straight, caged, and offset. Straight frames are the most
common ones used in karting. I imagine many of you havent driven any type other than this one. These frames are open, with the drivers seat in the middle. These are used so often in go-karts because they provide the best weight distribution while still being lightweight. Ill also focus more on these than the other two types since theyre the most
frequently used ones. Caged chassis are precisely what their name suggests. They look like a cage around the driver. This cage is known as a roll cage and is used in rally cars to keep the driver safe in case of a rollover. Thats also why theyre solely used in off-road karts. But, the added roll cage means theyre much heavier and larger than racing or
rental go-karts. So, if you consider buying or building one, be prepared to spend a lot of money on shipping fees. Id never heard of oval karting until I met a driver at my local track who told me theyre a big thing in the US. And, just like old F1 cars, go-karts used in these races feature an offset chassis. Unlike the other two versions, the offset frame
places the driver at the left or right of the go-kart. Thats because it provides extra traction and weight distribution on oval race tracks. Once youve figured out what type of kart frame youre looking for, the most crucial aspect of it is its material. If the chassis is brittle or very stiff, youll definitely not have a good time on track with it. The main
materials that most racing, off-road, and homemade karts are made from are: steel alloy, aluminum alloy, and wood or hard plastic. Keep in mind that kart frames are made from many tubes, so if you decide to make a homemade one, youll need to weld it yourself. A good-quality steel alloy, like stainless steel, AISI 4130, or AISI 1018, is a fantastic
choice if you can afford it. That said, if youre well-versed in steel alloys and similar materials (because Im definitely not), you can check out the CIK-FIAs chassis regulations (theyre on page 5!) But, I do know that out of the three, AISI 4130 is the most durable, with AISI 1018 coming in second. These two have similar densities, so their weight
difference will be minimal. That said, theyre also the most expensive go-kart frame materials, with the 4130 costing nearly double the price of the 1018. On the other hand, stainless steel is more affordable but not as durable. Its also slightly denser than the other two, which makes it a bit heavier. Since you can find stainless steel tubes much easier
than the industrial AISI ones, itll be your best choice if youre building your own kart. Aluminum alloy isnt the best material for go-kart frames. But, theres no doubt its the most lightweight and cheapest while still being somewhat durable. In fact, from a technical standpoint, aluminum is nearly half as durable as stainless steel while weighing and
costing much less. That said, welding an aluminum chassis is very hard. Thats because it requires more heat to weld, which isnt easy to achieve with homemade tools. Speaking of which, you should only use an aluminum frame in a homemade kart since the material cant handle high speeds. While I was asking around my local track about homemade
karts, some drivers told me that using hard plastic or wood was a good idea. At first, I thought they were joking; but it turns out that this is an extremely cheap way to make a functioning chassis. As long as you have a few wooden planks or some pieces of plastic, you can connect everything together with some nails, and youve got a go-kart chassis.
Now, this wont be able to handle any significant speeds, but its a terrific starter for your kid before they drive a real kart. The size of a go-kart frame will be the same most of the time. There are some dimensions rules that kart chassis makers need to follow. However, theres a distinct difference in where the kart is longer. Racing go-karts must be
long in the front and short in the back. This way, the weight transfer through corners will be smoother, thus making you have more grip. On the other hand, off-road karts must have a short front and long back because they put too much stress on the front. If you feel that you cant build a go-kart chassis, theres nothing wrong with buying one. Though,
youll need to make sure that its made from a reputable brand to ensure that its durable and will last you for some time. There are multiple big names in kart manufacturing, including Sodikart, Birel, TonyKart, CRG, and many more. Instead of just naming these manufacturers, heres a list of all the certified chassis by the FIA-CIK. If youre planning on
racing on a specific track, you should ask drivers what chassis they use. Im sure that theyll be happy to help you out. Some tracks have more corners, and others have longer straights. Either way, its best to know how certain chassis act at your local track. Doing this saves you from buying a go-kart frame that performs horribly on race day. The
flexibility of a go-kart chassis is crucial. If its too flexible or stiff, youll end up with a broken frame before youve even won a race. Stiff frames usually have shorter tension bars and are suitable for most engine displacements. If your chassis stiffness is adjustable, you should opt for a stiffer setup when racing on a dry track. Thats because a stiff chassis
is better at weight transfer through corners. And theyre also less likely to break. Flexible frames have longer tension bars and are often used in high-speed go-karts, like superkarts. Theyre also better for wet tracks since they act more as a suspension than a chassis. This will give you much more grip, which youll definitely need in a wet race. On
average, a go-kart frame will set you back $3000. Most used or homemade chassis for kid karts will cost around $300-$1000. This also includes chassis for Junior classes. Once we step into the Seniors, the price can be anywhere from $1500 for a used TonyKart to $6000 for a brand-new Birel. Since theres no such thing as the best go-kart frame, Ill let
you know how to choose the best one for you. A good go-kart frame needs to be adjustable to make it stiffer or more flexible according to the track/track conditions. It also needs to be lightweight but durable, so youll need to build/buy one made from steel. If you want an off-road kart, you can build one from stainless steel thats shorter on the front
and longer on the back. On the other hand, if youre serious about racing go-karts, youll need to buy one from a reputable manufacturer. Youll need to make that choice according to drivers feedback from your local track. And thats about it when it comes to go-kart frames. The chassis is the most expensive and probably the most vital part of a kart, so
dont cheap out on it.
