Legal reference books like the Federal Rules of Civil Procedure no longer use the word "shall." Even the Supreme Court ruled that when the word "shall" appears in statutes, it means "may." 'Shall' is
used in formal writing and expresses future tense. 'Should' is used in informal writing mainly, and as the past tense of 'Shall'. The word 'mandatory' is generally used in thesense of 'binding'. On the other hand, the word 'compulsory' is generally used in the sense of 'essential'. This is the main difference between the two words. It is important to note
that anything that is mandatory has the quality of binding the doer to the work. You could use "shall" for the other party's obligations and "will" for your client's obligations, though the effect of these words should be the same. The difference reflects only the impact on the reader. Traditionally, conventions dictate that: "Will' when used in the first
person, conveys an obligation, whereas 'shall' merely a future intention. Conversely, when used in the second or third person, 'will' conveys a future obligation, whilst 'shall' imports compulsion and obligation. Will or Shall? As a general rule, use 'will' for affirmative and negative sentences about the future. Use 'will' for requests too. If you want to
make an offer or suggestion with I/we, use 'shall' in the question form. Have to mainly expresses general obligations, while must is used for specific obligations: I have to brush my teeth twice a day. I must tell you something. Important: To express obligation, duty or necessity in the future or the past, must and need are not used. Must and Should.
Remember that must and have to can be used to talk about obligations. Should is different. You use should to give advice or express your opinion. Must, have to, and need to are similar to shall, should, and ought to in the fact that they are also verbs of obligation, necessity, requirement, and can be used when you're almost 100% sure of something. ...

Owing to heavy misuse, its meaning can be ambiguous and the United States government's Plain Language group advises writers not to use the word at all. For
formal writing, shall is used to express the future tense. ... Should in general English is used as a past tense of shall but the usage is occasional. Independently, should is not used in the past tense. 3. to be likely to do something. "Shall" generally refers to a requirement, whereas "should" is more like a suggestion. The traditional rule is that shall is
used with first person pronouns (i.e. I and we) to form the future tense, while will is used with second and third person forms (i.e. you, he, she, it, they). For example: I shall be late. Shall be is used for probability in a sentence, and it indicates future situations. And Would be is a verb that describes the past situations that might have occurred in the present time. 'Would be' is used to suggest or advise
something to a person through the sentence. Originating from the Italian word for "obligatory, the musical term "obligato" traditionally refers to an instrumental or voice part essential to the integrity of a composition. In contrast, ossia, which comes from the Italian word for alternatively, refers to a musical passage that is an optional substitute for the
main, notated part. Obligatos are most associated with the Baroque music period, from about 1600 to 1750. However, music from later periods sometimes includes obligato parts, and they are still seen today.Obligato parts often complement or contrast with the main melodic line. They are used to add depth and complexity to the music. Obligato parts
also may highlight unique characteristics of specific instruments or voices and sometimes require significant virtuosity to perform. partys intention to perform a future act without imposing an obligation to do so. Under this analysis, will would be a weaker obligation than either shall or must. However, its more accurate to interpret "will" as a command for a party to perform an act. When placed in a contract, that command becomes an obligation, making it a plain language
alternative to shall. EXAMPLE: Tenant will install new carpet in the leased premises. If a party wants to express future intention to perform an act without explicitly imposing an obligation to do so, its best to say what the parties mean. EXAMPLE 1: Tenant intends to install new carpet in the leased premises. EXAMPLE 2: Tenant expects to install new
carpet in the leased premises. To make it clear the tenant isnt required to install carpet, the lease could add ; provided, however, it will not be a breach of this lease if Tenant fails to do so. Using Should in ContractsShould can be used more than one way in a contract. First, "should" can be used as a conditional verb. Therefore, some contracts use
should as a substitute for if. That usage indicates a potential future circumstance that triggers a mandatory action. EXAMPLE: Should tenant receive notice of any health or safety violations at the premises, tenant will promptly notify landlord of those violations. In this instance, its better to use if, rather than should. Should also can indicate an action
is precatory, rather than mandatory. EXAMPLE: Tenant should promptly inform landlord of any maintenance issues. This example indicates no consequence if the tenant doesnt make the notification. So, should expresses only a desired action rather than an obligation. Had the above example included consequences for failing to inform the landlord of
a maintenance issue, the provision would become mandatory. However, for a mandatory requirement, "must" or even "shall" are better choices. Permissive Language in ContractsShould is used in the lease example to describe an action the landlord requests but doesn't require. "May," on the other hand, would describe an action the landlord permits.
Unlike should, may implies although the tenant has the option to act, landlord ambivalence as to performance. EXAMPLE: Tenant may, at its own expense, paint the walls in the Premises. It logically lists a products requirements in relation to the customers needs. It directs the project and keeps everyone involved on the same page, right through its lifecycle.
The BRD:is simple and defines business needs in a clear and concise way.is agreed on by the relevant stakeholders.describeswhatto achieve rather than how to achieve it.has a logical structure.More specifically, our choice of language can ensure clarity and meaning throughout the BRD.Shallln spoken English, we use bothshallandwill(almost)
interchangeably to talk about the future. I shall go to bed early has more or less the same meaning as, I will go to bed early. In a BRD however, theres a distinction that needs to be respected for the sake of clarity.In a BRD,shall- and its negative, shall not- are used to describe arequirement. A requirement described with shall tends to have a high
priority, same as when you use the term, must. If it helps, think of Gandalfs intensity when he says, You shall not pass! in Lord of The Rings. He means business and that's what the word brings to your BRD.Lets look at some examples: The website shall have a homepage that lists the purpose of the organization.This is verifiable (easy to check) and
has to be satisfied for the project to go ahead. If the website doesn't have a homepage that lists the purpose of the organisation, associated test cases will fail. WillAlthough in everyday English,shallandwillare largely interchangeable, in a BRD, you really need to take into consideration which one to use and what message it conveys.Will is used as a
declaration of purpose or when describing features or specifications.Heres an example: The system will include features to help employees track their time, The system might be in existence now and its purpose (yet to be fulfilled) is to track employees time.ShouldShould,andshould not,are used to communicate agoal, which is an objective for the
design team, or whoever is responsible for the development of the product/service.Think of it as a feature you really want in your product; one that makes it more attractive to the customer and the design team needs to know about but is not a mandatory requirement (the project can still go ahead if its not fulfilled).Your products goals often translate
well over to marketing and can be expressed as its features. For example, The hiking boot should be waterproof even in heavy rain.Another way to look atshouldin the BRD context is to give the development teamsomething to aim for. Take this example: The system shall have a response time of less than or equal to 0.5 seconds. You want a faster
system, but it might not be possible, so instead, you could set the goal: The system should have a response time of 0.25 seconds. By giving the development team a goal, it gives them something to aim for beyond the required speed. Even if they only hit 0.40 seconds, its still an improved performance.Clarity is key when writing a BRD. If you keep to
these 3 guidelines at the minimum, you can avoid common language errors and you and your stakeholders will be on the same page.Avoid using indirect terms like may and might, as they are less definitive/descriptive of the actual requirement when compared with shall, will and should.State what you mean by shall, will and should clearly at the start
of the document. To avoid ambiguity and excessive follow-up questions, state what they mean within the context of your BRD before you start documenting your requirements.Ditch the jargon. BRDs can be complicated and detailed, so stick to straightforward language. Keep in mind also, its not just your development team who will use this document;
business users also need to validate the content of the document.
